READING

Critical reading- evaluating what is read, interpreting what is read, discussing what is read 

Informational genres- what students read in the non-fiction, technological realm and understanding how this type of writing is constructed

Literary genres- reading fiction, plays, poetry and understanding how these types of texts are constructed  

Literary style and techniques- evaluating the style of fiction writers  

Mass media format- understanding how different types of written media (magazines, newspapers) are constructed and written

Media production- understanding how written media is put together and produced  

Personal response to written texts 

Reading comprehension strategies- remembering what was read, understanding it on the most basic level 

Story/Literary elements- understanding plot, setting, characters, metaphor, personification, similes, etc. 

WRITING

Applying technology- using word processing to write or computers to research

Creating support-  supporting ideas in writing with details, research, etc

Grammar and usage- rules about which word to use, subject-verb agreement, pronoun-antecedent agreement, tenses of verbs, etc 

Informative writing- relates to any student writing that is non-fiction, research, etc. 

Literary/Narrative writing- relates to any student writing that is fiction

Locating sources/gathering information- research, finding information for research papers 

Organizing information and ideas- how ideas are organized in writing papers

Paragraph development- knowing how to construct a good paragraph

Persuasive writing-  persuasion and logic- how to persuade, what techniques are used (or abused) to convince someone  

Research writing- includes citing sources in a bibliography, finding info- paraphrasing information

Style, diction, and voice- diction is word choice, this is developing an effective individual style of writing 

Writing conventions/mechanics- spelling, punctuation, capitalization 

Writing for audience and purpose- how the style of writing and formality will change depending on purpose (to persuade, to entertain, to inform) and audience (your grandma v. the CEO)

Writing format- knowing how to write in different formats (poetry, letter, stories, essay) 

Writing process- using the writing process (pre-writing, drafting, revising, editing, publishing) 

SPEAKING, LISTENING, VIEWING

Applying technology- using PowerPoint, or computers for presentations

Conversation and group discussion- communicating in small groups/one-on-one 

Creating support- supporting ideas in presentations with details, research, etc

Critical listening- evaluating speaker’s messages/taking notes, understanding what is said in presentations, audio clips

Critical viewing- evaluating movies, documentaries

Language in daily use- using language appropriate to purpose (formal v. informal)

Mass media format- understanding different types of visual or oral media (TV, radio, film) 

Media production- understanding how visual or oral media is put together and produced  

Oral composition and presentation- writing and giving speeches 

Organizing information and ideas- how ideas are organized in speeches 

Personal response to spoken texts and visual media

Style and techniques in visual media- understanding different styles of TV and film (animation, types of camera shots) 

Verbal and nonverbal communication- using inflection in your voice, eye contact, gestures when speaking
